Payment Policies:

1. Payment: All fees are due in full prior to
the cadet’s arrival. The School Fee is
due in full prior to the cadet’s arrival
unless a payment option below is
selected.

2. School fee payment options:

2-payment plan: 60% of fee due prior to
cadet’s arrival. Balance of school fee
due by December 15, 2010. There is a
$500 fee to utilize this plan, which is
due with the first installment.

Monthly payment plan: School fee is
paid in 8 monthly installments, due
Sept. 1 through April 1. There is a $1,000
fee to utilize this plan, which is due
with the first installment.

Payment options other than those cited
herein will incur a payment plan fee of
$1,000, which is due with the first
installment.

3. Payment options are not available to
international students.

4. Financial aid is awarded on an annual
basis in the form of tuition remission.

5. Any dormitory/room damage will be
billed directly to the parent or guardian.
