The Criminal Justiceclasswent on a field trip to the Village of Goshen
Police Department. The Sergeant on duty provided our students with a quick overview of their duties and
responsibilities. They gave the students various examples of different crimes that they see on the regular basis.
The Sergeant also provided two patrbSUVs andther department equipment for our students to view. During
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the time at the policedepartment students actively asked questions tdetter their understanding of how police officers interact with the public. The
Sergeant justhappened to be the K9 officer as wellso the students had an opportunity toview the K-9 patrol car.

Upon completion of our police tour, the class headed over to the Orange County District Attorney's office to meet with thA.ih person. After greeting
us, his asgstant gave us a tour of the Orange County Court. The assistanf®scorted the class to one of the courtrooms where a judge was in the
middle of a sentence proceeding involving a male that was arrested for stealing a women's pocketbook from a store in Wnoy Commons. At the
completion of the proceedings, the judge interacted with our students by explaining what we had just witnessed in his coulbrag with giving other
examples of cases that he has had in front of him whigsa judge. The class then heled off to an additional courtroom conducting a murder trial. All
participants of the murder trial were waiting on a verdict from the jury which was deliberating at the time we were in the courtroom.

They left the DA.'s Office andthen headed over to the Orange County Jail. Here the students witnessed the quality of life of inmates after being arrestec
and sentenced for their crimes. The tour consisted of a vidib avisiting room where the inmates and family interactfor one hour. The students learned
that after a visit,inmates get strip-searched in a back room before heading to their cell. They get strgearched N
because they want to make sure that the visitor didn't provide the inmate with any cdaraband. The class was
then taken to the booking room where they
saw how new inmates get processed into the
system. The class learned that there were
different levels of inmates at the jail. The last
stop in the jail was a visit to a control center
thatmoni t or s i nmates’ a
area of the jail. There the class learned the
different crimes that some of the individuals
were in there for. The majority of them were
there because their cases areurrently in-
process in the couty courthouse. The
students were asked to write a reflective &8
essay after their trip and they seemed to get a
lot out of the experience.
